Make sure all of your lines have the same number of syllables.  Each couplet should contain a significant word that begins with the letter from the original. 

Your Primer must be created on unlined paper and written in something other than No. 2 pencil (pen, marker, colored pencil, etc.). You must also illustrate your Primer to accentuate your word. Lastly, you must present your Primer to the class.
